The 25" Infantry Band opened the day with a morning concert. The Celtic Pipes and Drums of
Hawaii, along with a group of Celtic dancers, performing both traditional and military bagpipe music
were the featured performance of the event. Performing with the group was a Scottish fiddler who
played a number of special tunes for the dancers.

Participating organizations included active duty soldiers from 25" Division with modern battle gear

and re-enactors from the Hawaii Historic Arms Association  outfitted in uniforms and equipment

from the Civil War through the Viet Nam War. Also participating were the Pearl Harbor Historic

Sites group to hand out information about Pearl Harbor sites. The Army Corps of Engineers  also
featured military fil ms i n tPhcdi¢c War Memerial ddsaciationv i si t o
(USMC) was located in the museum lobby.

Large radio controlled flying model aircraft were on display - including a F-22 fighter of the type due
